SECOND READING

Have you forgotten that encouraging
text in which you are addressed as
sons?

For the Lord trains
the ones that he loves and he
punishes all those that he
acknowledges as his sons.

Suffering is part of your training;
God is treating you as his sons. Has
there ever been any son whose father
did not train him? Of course, any
punishment is most painful at the
time, and far from pleasant; but later,
in those on whom it has been used, it
bears fruit in peace and goodness. So
hold up your limp arms and steady
your trembling knees and smooth
out the path you tread; then the
injured limb will not be wrenched, it
will grow strong again.

GOSPEL

Luke 13:22-30

Through towns and villages Jesus
went teaching, making his way to
Jerusalem. Someone said to him,
‘Sir, will there be only a few saved?’
He said to them, “Try your best to
enter by the narrow door, because, I
tell you, many will try to enter and
will not succeed.

‘Once the master of the house has
got up and locked the door, you may
find yourself knocking on the door,
saying, “Lord, open to us” but he
will answer, “I do not know where
you come from.” Then you will find
yourself saying, “We once ate and
drank in your company; you taught
in our streets” but he will reply, “I do
not know where you come from.
Away from me, all you wicked
men!”

‘Then there will be weeping and
grinding of teeth, when you see
Abraham and Isaac and Jacob and all
the prophets in the kingdom of God,
and yourselves turned outside. And
men from east and west, from north
and south, will come to take their
places at the feast in the kingdom of
God.

‘Yes, there are those now last who
will be first, and those now first who
will be last.’

EXPLORING THE WORD
As the chosen people, the Jews
believed they were in a privileged
relationship with God. In this text,
Jesus shatters some illusions. There
is no privileged or exclusive entry to
the kingdom of God by those who
see themselves as ‘religious
insiders’. This is equally directed to
the disciples. It is not enough that
they have shared a meal with Jesus
or have heard his word. They must

respond to that word and act on it.
They must enter by the narrow door,
and this requires great effort, or else
those who thought themselves
‘inside’ could find themselves
‘outside’, while others, ‘the
outsiders’, will find their way ahead
of them. This radical reversal of
values and expectations would have
shocked those who thought they
were on the ‘inside’.

SYMBOLS AND IMAGES
One of the most common images of
the kingdom of God is that of the
feast or the banquet. A feast is not
simply a meal; it is an abundant
celebration of something wonderful,
from which people draw
nourishment, life and vitality. Such
is the kingdom of God.

SHARING THE TRADITION
Who will be saved? This is a
difficult question. There is no doubt
that God wants all people to be
saved and that Jesus died to save all
people.

The Catechism of the Catholic
Church states, ‘Believing in Jesus
Christ and in the One who sent him
for our salvation is necessary for that
salvation’
