FIRST READING

1 Samuel 16:1, 6-7, 10-13

The Lord said to Samuel, ‘Fill your
horn with oil and go. I am sending
you to Jesse of Bethlehem, for I have
chosen myself a king among his
sons.” When Samuel arrived, he
caught sight of Eliab and thought,
“‘Surely the Lord’s anointed one stands
there before him,” but the Lord said to
Samuel, ‘Take no notice of his
appearance or his height, for I have
rejected him: God does not see as man
sees: man looks at appearances but the
Lord looks at the heart.”

Women’s Health Services began in SA in 1974 and by 1984 there were four women’s
health centres — Noarlunga being one of these.

In 2014 SA Health established a fully integrated women’s health service under the
Women and Children’s Health Network. Southern Women’s Health was closed at this
time leaving the South with no women’s health service to support women experiencing
or at risk of experiencing domestic violence, and with no capacity for prevention and
recovery programs.

Southern women experiencing domestic violence and those who support them are
desperate for funding.

Below is this week’s Reflection from the booklet:

How many times have you asked a question when you thought
you already knew the answer? In the world we live in, it’s
quite tempting to try and sound like we know what we re
talking about all the time. In this Gospel, the disciples ask
Jesus a black and white question, expecting that one of the
options must be right, only to find that there was another way
altogether to look at the situation.

1t’s challenging to try and notice the moments where we could
be doing the same as the disciples, and then recognise the
presence of Jesus in our own lives to remind us of the grace of
God. These moments are opportunities to continue to learn
about what it means to be a disciple today.

Whilst we 're mindful of the disciples’ limits, we must also see
ourselves in the blind man, who declared what he had
experienced with confidence. We know that despite our
mistakes and shortcomings, we know the love of God and can
and should share the Good News with those around us
through the example of our lives.

His neighbours and people who earlier
had seen him begging said, ‘Isn’t this
the man who used to sit and beg?’
Some said, ‘Yes, it is the same one.’
Others said, ‘No, he only looks like
him.” The man himself said, ‘I am the
man.’
They brought the man who had been
blind to the Pharisees. It had been a
sabbath day when Jesus made the
paste and opened the man’s eyes, so
when the Pharisees asked him how he
had come to see, he said, ‘He put a
paste on my eyes, and I washed, and [
can see.’

Then some of the Pharisees said, ‘This
man cannot be from God: he does not
keep the sabbath.” Others said, ‘How
could a sinner produce signs like
this?” And there was disagreement
among them. So they spoke to the
blind man again, ‘What have you to
say about him yourself, now that he
has opened your eyes?’ ‘He is a
prophet’ replied the man.

‘Are you trying to teach us,’ they
replied ‘and you a sinner through and
through, since you were born!” And
they drove him away.

Jesus heard they had driven him away,
and when he found him he said to
him, ‘Do you believe in the Son of
Man?’ ‘Sir,” the man replied ‘tell me
who he is so that I may believe in
him.” Jesus said, ‘You are looking at
him; he is speaking to you.” The man
said, ‘Lord, I believe’, and
worshipped him.

Jesus said:

‘It is for judgement that [ have come
into this world, so that those without
sight may see and those with sight
turn blind.’

Hearing this, some Pharisees who
were present said to him, ‘We are not
blind, surely?’ Jesus replied:

‘Blind? If you were, you would not
be guilty, but since you say, “We
see,” your guilt remains.’

DID YOU KNOW
« In Jesus’ time, blindness and other
illnesses were seen as punishment
for sin.

o The Sabbath was a day for God,
and no work could be done. The
action of ‘making a paste’ was
considered work, so the Pharisees
accuse Jesus of breaking the
Sabbath laws.

« The Pool of Siloam was famous
from ancient times as it was a pool
inside the city walls of Jerusalem
that was linked by a tunnel, built by
King Hezekiah, to the Gihon
Spring outside the city. This meant
that during times of siege, the city
always had a water supply.

SYMBOLS AND IMAGES
Today’s text again traces the journey
towards faith of the man who was
born blind and contrasts his openness
to the revelation of Jesus as the light
of the world to the ‘blindness’ of the
Pharisees, who do not see or
recognise the truth of who Jesus is.
