As the flowers bloom and grasses
grow, allergy season is here—not just
for us, but for our pets too! Many dogs
and cats can develop seasonal
allergies triggered by pollen, dust,
mould, or even flea bites.

What to look out for:
Allergies can affect the skin, ears, and
sometimes even the digestive system.

Common signs include:
Itchy, red or irritated skin
Excessive licking or chewing at
paws
Recurrent ear infections
Sneezing, watery eyes or runny
nose
Hair loss or scabbing

Why it matters:
Allergies can make pets miserable
and, if left untreated, lead to
secondary skin and ear infections.
Managing allergies early helps keep
your pet comfortable and healthy.

What you can do:
Firstly, if your pet has any signs of
allergies book a check-up with our
vets for tailored advice and treatment
Other things you can do include:
 ✔ Regular flea prevention—fleas are a
major trigger
 ✔ Bathe pets to remove pollen from
the coat
 ✔ Wash bedding often
