Phonics Screening Check Gompleted for Year |

We're pleased to share that our Year 1 students have recently completed
the Phonics Screening Check (PSC). This short one-on-one assessment
helps teachers understand how students are progressing with their
phonics knowledge—an essential part of learning to read, write, and
spell.

The check involved reading 40 words, a mix of real and made-up
(pseudo) words, and took just 5 to 7 minutes per student. It's designed to
assess students' ability to decode words using the phonics skills they've
been learning in Reception and Year 1.

We're proud of the effort our students put into the check and the
progress they are making. The results will help teachers tailor support and
plan next steps in their literacy learning. Thank you to our Year 1 team for
supporting students through this important milestone!
