Another Friday night, another victory. The first XI roll on into August carrying form, 
unexpected at the beginning of the campaign, but very welcome. Calm conditions 
and a reasonable pitch meant that our brand of pass-and-move football was able 
to be employed. With the team at almost full strength, difficult decisions had to be 
made but a confident Red’n’Black outfit ran out onto the Main Oval to contest the 
Intercollegiate Trophy. At the start, the pace of Matthew Mezzini on the wing, 
and close control of Julian Spadavecchia in the midfield, caused problems for a 
fast and physical Hearts side. An early setback was the injury to Louis Conterno, 
which caused a change around in the middle and the entry of Mark Ulaj to the 
fray. After several attacks, the first Rossie goal was scored after a corner from 
the left was bundled over by Patrick Caraccia to the delight of the assembled 
Rostrevor Supporter Group on the hill. Lucas Fazzini, repaying the faith the 
manager had placed in him, stormed to the edge of the box to meet a fast break on 
the right; Isaac Varano, playing through Mezzini to Fazzini. The shot rocketed in 
at the near post from 20 yards to stun the Sacred Heart support and management. 
At 2-0 the defence came under an assault with Sam Belyovski and skipper, 
Nathan Monda holding firm; marshalled well by the talented young keeper, 
Jamie Signorello. A poor decision in midfield led to a free kick 40 yards out which 
was drifted over into the rushing attackers, leaving the defence with an impossible 
situation and 2-1.
