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Bruno Adamczyk (64’) Remembered, Dylan & Michelle Matthews during last week’s assembly  

Dear College Community

Last Friday our Middle and Senior Years students gathered in Purton Hall for a very special 
assembly to honour an Old Scholar who was killed in the Vietnam War. Corporal Bruno 
Adamczyk attended Rostrevor from 1957 to 1959 and was killed in action on the 12 July 
1969 aged 22. Bruno’s grandson, Dylan Matthews, is a Year 8 Rostrevor student.

Some months ago I met with Dylan’s mother, Michelle, who shared the story of her father 
with me as well as her commitment to keeping his memory alive. We agreed that any Old 
Scholar who laid down his life for his country, as we do with Old Scholars who perished in 
World War II whose names are inscribed near the chapel doors, deserved to be remembered 
and set about planning for this to happen.  

Friday was the culmination of a long journey. We were joined by family and friends of 
Bruno and members of the 9th Battalion in which he served. We were joined on stage by 
a very special guest, John Schumann, the former Redgum singer-songwriter and honorary 
member of the 9th Battalion. John, with the accompaniment of our very own vocal teacher 
Rohan Powell, provided a stirring rendition of Waltzing Matilda along with a haunting 
performance of his iconic classic ‘I was only 19’. We were blest to have such a great 
Australian with us who also shared powerful words that one day we might live in a world 
that can settle its differences without guns.

A highlight of the assembly was listening to Michelle sharing the story of her father and 
the impact his death had on her childhood and her family. Too often war casualties are 
reported as statistics. For staff and students to hear the very personal story of one soldier 
and his family brought a new sense of reality to the horror of warfare. It is difficult to 
choose a single paragraph from Michelle’s story to share with you as it was so deeply 
moving. However, I share Michelle’s words, as it spoke to the reality that Bruno was a 
student at the College, involved in activities which current students still enjoy, with a whole 
life ahead of him - See over page for Michelle’s story.

After the Last Post and the Rouse was played a special plinth was unveiled with a plaque 
commemorating the life and death of Corporal Bruno Adamczyk complete with the words 
‘In loving memory of Bruno, a Rossi boy who became an Australian Hero.’

I thank all those who made this very special ceremony possible. I especially thank Michelle 
and Dylan for reminding every student that our lives can make difference and no-one is 
ever forgotten.

A ROSTREVOR STORY  
Corporal Bruno Adamczyk (‘64) 1946 - 1969, Vietnam War Veteran, 9th Battalion
Special Principal’s Assembly, Friday 26 August, joined by family and friends of Bruno and members of the 9th Battalion in which he served. We were joined on stage by 
a very special guest, John Schumann and our very own Vocal Teacher, Rohan Powell, who together performed moving renditions of Waltzing Matilda and I was only 19.

An extract from Michelle Matthews speech...
“Bruno, my Dad, was born on the 27th of July 1946 in Germany.  He was an only child and when he was 3 years old 
he and his parents moved to Australia to have a better life and escape the unrest that was Germany at the time.  
They settled in Mildura for a while before moving to Magill in 1956.  Bruno then became a Rossi boy as he attended 
Rostrevor College in 1957, 58 and 59. He was a student just like you boys, he was on the swimming team and played 
football but he wasn’t very academically minded so left at the age of 14 to work at a printers.  It was there he met 
my mother, Cecilia, and they became childhood sweethearts.  Bruno spent the next couple of years working at the 
printers but his passion was to join the army. On the 30th of July 1963, 3 days after his 17th birthday, Bruno signed 
up for a six year commitment with the army to become a regular soldier.”

This week commenced on Monday with the 
Year Seven cohort having their Retreat day.

Boys 
reflected on their sins and we symbolically burnt 
them after placing them on paper into a tin. The 
students joined in well and I was pleased with 
their participation.

This Friday the Social Justice group has taken 
a stand for White Ribbon Day which rejects 
violence against women. Here is the quote form 
the school bulletin. 

‘Domestic violence is a form of violence that 
can occur within any relationship. There are 
many different types of domestic violence, 
including social, physical and emotional.  9 
out of 10 victims experience abuse by a male 
offender. Domestic violence is a serious problem 
in Australia.  White Ribbon is the world’s largest 
movement of men and boys working to end men’s 
violence against women, promote gender equality, 
healthy relationships and provide a new vision 
of masculinity.  Join the conversation and let the 
world know where you stand. Take the oath for 
respectful relationships this Friday in the Valley. ‘

I commend them for encouraging this great 
initiative.

‘BRAiNgro’ Trial

To continue our learning in this space, we are 
incredibly pleased to inform the community that 
we will also be trialling a new program amongst 
our Year 3 and 4 students called BRAiNgro. 
BRAiNgro is a whole school wellbeing program 
that uses the latest neuroscience research to 
provide students with a range of tools to improve 
social, emotional, and educational learning. We 
are fortunate to have developed a partnership 
with local and well known Psychologist, Rita 
Princi, who has offered to assist us in a clinical 
trial of this new and exciting program in our 
school community. Soon, we will be inviting 
parents and carers of our Year 3 and 4 cohort to 
attend an information session and our staff have 
already begun training in order to facilitate the 
program – an online learning tool that is state of 
the art and one of a kind! We are also lucky that 
we will be the only school in SA that will be able 
to trial this with Year 3 and 4 students. We look 
forward to sharing this with the community, and 
the outcomes of the trial, towards the end of the 
year.

A fundamental belief for Catholic schools in the 
Edmund Rice tradition is that Jesus is seen God’s 
image and likeness in its human expression, and 
that Jesus’ values and teachings show all people 
‘the way, the truth and the life’ (John 14:6). In 
harmony with this acceptance and as reflected 
by the Touchstones, values to be fostered within 
Rostrevor College’s understanding and practice 
of pastoral care and student wellbeing include 
love, respect, compassion, reconciliation, justice & 
solidarity, tolerance, forgiveness and inclusivity.

The pastoral care of students in this context refers 
to action taken by the College and all its members 
to support and enhance student wellbeing of a 
personal, physical, social, emotional, mental or 
spiritual nature. One such school-wide initiative 
includes the promotion of cyber-safety and the 
stance taken against cyberbullying.

Cyber-Safety/Cyber-Bullying

The internet offers the chance to explore a 
virtually unlimited world without the restraints 
of the ‘real’ world, additionally, content on the 
internet is not broken into age or developmentally 
appropriate areas. Without supervision 
and guidance, a young child can either 
unintentionally or purposely find content that is 
disturbing, explicit or inappropriate. Subsequently, 
Rostrevor College, working alongside parents, 
helps facilitate the education of its students with 
regards to appropriate use of technology.

In partnership with SAPOL, all Year 5-9 students 
attended a seminar on cyber-safety and cyber 
bullying. Officers from Eastern Adelaide Crime 

Prevention Section paid a visit to our school, 
running two separate sessions including an 
opportunity for students to ask questions. The 
student presentations were followed up with an 
evening ThinkUKnow presentation for parents 
delivered by the Australian Federal Police. This 
evidence-based cyber safety program provides 
accessible cyber safety education to parents, 
carers and teachers through schools and 
organisations across Australia. Parents were 
also guided through the College Anti Bullying 
Policy which emphasises the importance of 
relationships in an ‘Inclusive Community’ such 
as ours.

This is the fourth year of our involvement with 
SAPOL, something we are grateful for. As part of 
our Pastoral Care Program, SAPOL also deliver ‘A 
Guide To Obtaining Your L’s and P’s’ and ‘Drugs 
& Alcohol’ presentations to our Year 10 and 9’s 
respectively.
