We started the term learning about
how the earth’s surface has changed
overtime. The class investigated how
waves build, erode and change beaches
by making a model of a beach and
shoreline. As part of the weekly sharing,
the girls completed an experiment at
home titled “What does that drink do
to our teeth?” Over a week, the girls .
observed egg shells in 3 solutions:

The eggs acted as teeth as they are made from
chemicals similar to those that form tooth enamel.
Some placed the shells in red wine, cordial,
juice, soft drinks, sugar water or vinegars.
They were very surprised by the experiment
results and have enjoyed sharing photos,
PowerPoints and posters with the class.
