Having had the privilege of working
with young people for many years, |
am increasingly amazed and inspired
by them. An activity this week in our
Year 11 Faith & Living class reminded
me again how much fun and how
open young people are when they are
invited into connection with us “more
experienced” (i.e. older!) humans.

We have had some great success
already this year with the introduction
of The Resilience Project led by Mr
Adam Lewis (Assistant Principal Student
Development)and a key element of
the GEM focus is GRATITUDE (GEM -
gratitude, empathy, mindfulness). In
our Faith & Living class this week we
created a Gratitude Tree - the idea
being that we reflect on our states of
emotion and think about the strategies
we use to either move out of negative
emotions or hold on to and enjoy the
positive ones. The “tree” is where the
emojis and strategies are attached to
a“leaf” and then added to the tree,
symbolic of ourinterconnectedness
and that understanding emotions is
actually very important for a healthy,
functional life.

When [ first introduced the idea
there was some resistance! We are
certainly not used to such mindfulness,
especially in our increasingly fast-
paced world. Playing some mindful,
contemporary music to set the tone
| did wonder where the lesson might
go....imagine my delight when every
student involved themselves and each
was actually fully presentin the activity
(it was mindfulness in action!). It was
just wonderful.
