The people felt sorry. So
they asked, “What can we
do?” Peter told them, “Be
sorry for your sin. Believe in
Jesus and be baptized, and
your sins will be forgiven. You
will also get God’s gift—the
Holy Spirit.” About 3,000
people were baptized that
very day.

Parents: Talk about people who help
your child. Name people who help you.
Explain that Jesus gives us a special
helper—the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit
comes to us as we hear God’s Word. He
comes to our hearts and gives us faith
in Jesus. He makes our faith stronger,
and He gives us faith to live as God’s
child. What does it mean to live like a
child of God? The Holy Spirit helps us to
think (place both hands on your head), to
say (place both hands beside your mouth
as though shouting), and to do (extend
both hands out) everything in Jesus’
name and for God’s glory.
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
